Our current total deposits $13,717.93.

Maintenance/ Up keep Issues:
Heater Repair:  All of our warranties start on the date of substantial completion which was Feb 5, 2011.  Marilyn said she had some conversation with S & S still in progress, so we should hold off on paying CS & I Heating yet. 

Weeds:  Kenall sprayed weeds in the parking lot and around the arena.

Old Business:
Arena Usage:  Kendall will email out when completed.
Outdoor Sign: Ty reported that it can not be completed this year, but will be on the top of the list for next year.
Furnishings Wish List:  Tabled.
Landscaping- No change.
Exterior lights-Deb reported PRECOR approved out request.  Approximately $2000 of work and materials will be donated.  PREC offered a $12 monthly charge that guarantees 100% maintenance on the light.  We agreed by consensus to this.
Safe-Marge is going to price a safe deposit box.  Amy thought she might have one we could take over at 1st Interstate bank.
Chair Rack- Amber price another rank like the two we have and reported the price has risen to $450.  We decided to hold off and go another route.
New Business:

Political Forum:  Marilyn has had a request to hold a political forum or speak and an event the NC4 is holding.  It was suggested that individual candidates could come to the Trade Show.
Fund Raising Cards:  Cate suggested a possible fund raiser that would require little to no capital upfront, while not requiring another work day.  The deck of card would be similar to the one done by Campbell County for the 100 year anniversary.  We would sell sponsorships of each card of the four suits, plus the four wild cards.  This money would pay for the printing and shipping of 1008 decks, which we could then sell to the community and county for all profit.  If we sold all the decks we would have $10,000 profit for the general fund.  We could open the sponsorships up to northern Campbell County.  We settled on using a Historic theme and leaving a brand theme for later.  Rori moved, Deb seconded to move forward with the cards.  The motion carried.
Playground:  A committee of Amber, Rori, Cody, Michelle and Amanda was formed to look start planning.  We will need to look into the question of liability with the insurance company.  It was also suggested to put the Horse Shoe Pit over top of the leach field to stop driving on it.

Dumpster:  It was noted that the dumpster needs to be dumped before our big events in June.  Amber stated that the PHC would pay for this dump.  We discussed just keeping the dumpster.  Mike thought Kendall had paid for one dump already.  Ty moved, Mike seconded to keep the dumpster, pay the dumping fees and reimburse Kendall any out of pocket cost for previous dumps.  The motion carried.

Propane:  The FCA has a new Even Energy Payment Plan that averages the previous six month use out and you pay that amount.  This would lock our rate to $1.89 per gal for six months.  Deb moved, Amy seconded to sign up for the EEPP from the FCA.  The motion carried.

Work Day:  6-11-12 at 6:30 will be a work evening.  We will put up the banner and hopefully frame it out, and hang number of other items.  A short meeting will also be held.  Please bring ladders.
